§ 72d. Discretionary authority of Senate Commit-
tee on Appropriations 

(a) In general 

The Committee on Appropriations is author-
ized in its discretion— 

(1) to hold hearings, report such hearings, 
and make investigations as authorized by 
paragraph 1 of rule XXVI of the Standing 
Rules of the Senate; 

(2) to make expenditures from the contin-
gent fund of the Senate; 

(3) to employ personnel; 
(4) with the prior consent of the Government 

department or agency concerned and the Com-
mittee on Rules and Administration to use, on 
a reimbursable or nonreimbursable basis, the 
services of personnel of any such department 
or agency; 

(5) to procure the services of individual con-
sultants, or organizations thereof (as author-
ized by section 72a(i) of this title and Senate 
Resolution 140, agreed to May 14, 1975, except 
that any approval (and related reporting re-
quirement) shall not apply); and 

(6) to provide for the training of the profes-
sional staff of such committee (under proce-
dures specified by section 72a(j) of this title).

§ 72d–1. Transfer of funds by Chairman of Senate 
Committee on Appropriations 

(a) In general 

(1) The Chairman of the Appropriations Com-
mittee of the Senate may, during any fiscal 
year, at his or her election transfer funds from 
the appropriation account for salaries for the 
Appropriations Committee of the Senate, to the 
account, within the contingent fund of the Sen-
ate, from which expenses are payable for such 
committee. 

(2) The Chairman of the Appropriations Com-
mittee of the Senate may, during any fiscal 
year, at his or her election transfer funds from 
the appropriation account for expenses, within 
the contingent fund of the Senate, for the Ap-
propriations Committee of the Senate, to the ac-
count from which salaries are payable for such 
committee. 

(b) Availability of funds; times of transfer 

Any funds transferred under this section shall 
be— 

(1) available for expenditure by such com-
mittee in like manner and for the same pur-
poses as are other moneys which are available 
for expenditure by such committee from the 
account to which the funds were transferred; 
and 

(2) made at such time or times as the Chair-
man shall specify in writing to the Senate Dis-
bursing Office. 

(c) Effective date 

This section shall take effect on October 1, 
1998, and shall be effective with respect to fiscal 
years beginning on or after that date.
